1 Vacancy will remain open for at least two weeks, or until it is filled. Preference will be given to internal candidates who are at the same grade as the post being advertised, then to internal candidates one grade below the post, and finally to external candidates. 

2 Equally-qualified female candidates will be given priority for selection (DPKO Under-Secretary General’s Policy Statement on Gender Mainstreaming). Candidates wishing to return home are also strongly encouraged to apply. 
Under the supervision of the Head of Unit, the Air Traffic Flight Follower is responsible to the Chief of Aviation Section through the Chief of Air Operations for execution of the Flight Following delegations in support of the United Nations Air Operations in Sudan. The functionality and responsibility of services executed by its personnel serve both a critical and vital link for the management of both Ground Command and Control and In-flight Command and Control of United Nations air assets. Flight Following entails the coordinating, tracking and controlling of the movements of all Mission aircraft transiting the airspace and taking-off or landing in any area under the responsibility of the Mission.  
The Air Traffic Flight Follower keeps the Mission informed and updated with the latest position and status of all Mission aircraft by performing following duties:
· Flight follow and track all aircraft and record all operational and non-operational events related to movement of aircraft.

· Maintain a listening watch and radio contact with all UNMIS aircraft in flight. 

· Inform all relevant parties of the actual and estimated times of the aircraft.

· Record all landing and departure times, personnel on board and fuel endurance.  The Flight Follower will electronically fill immediately after getting this information from a departing or landing aircraft or from an accredited officer. 

· Relay messages to or from aircraft regarding any changes affecting the flight schedule. 

· Relay directives and information and coordinate activities in cases of immediate requirement of MEDEVAC or CASEVAC.

· Provide Air Traffic Advisory services.
· Coordinate air traffic with Khartoum Tower, Center and all Sudan airport and air fields, In order to achieve a safe, orderly and expeditious flow of air traffic, timely and precise data on movement of aircraft must be availed to relevant ATS Units promptly.

· Collect Pilot Weather Reports (PIREPS) and weather reports from the weather specialist and providing flying crews with updated weather information.

· Responsible for initiating alerting actions.

· Update the Air Operations Duty Officer on all matters pertaining to flight following and air safety.

Competencies

Professionalism:  Demonstrated in-depth understanding of diplomatic practices; substantial and diverse experience in all facets of the required role; strong analytical skills combined with good judgment; basic knowledge of UN Protocol practices;

Judgment & Decision-making: Discretion and sound reasoning in dealing with sensitive matters; ability to independently solve complex and challenging problems;

Planning & Organization:  Strong planning and organizational skills; ability to handle multiple concurrent projects/activities; ability to plan, budget for and implement large-scale functions;

Leadership: Strong negotiating skills and ability to influence others to reach agreement; effective organization and supervision of work of lower-level staff;

Technological Awareness: Proficient computer skills and use of relevant software and other applications; 

Communications:  Ability to write in a clear and concise manner and to communicate effectively orally; 

Teamwork:  Excellent interpersonal skills; ability to establish and maintain effective working relations with sensitivity and respect for diversity in a multi-cultural, multi-ethnic environment.

QUALIFICATIONS :

Education: High School diploma or equivalent.  Post secondary education at college, university or specialized training institution in air traffic control system is an asset.  Related aviation training is required, familiar with HF and VHF operation is essential.  
Experience: At least four (4) years of experience in air operations. Experience with UN/NGO or other international bodies is an added asset.
Language skills:  Fluency in written and spoken English and Arabic.  Knowledge of other languages spoken in Sudan is an advantage. 

Other skills: Proficiency in using office software such as Microsoft word, Excel  and Power point.  Financial analysis and monitoring the budget at small scale is required.
