1 Vacancy will remain open for at least two weeks, or until it is filled. Preference will be given to internal candidates who are at the same grade as the post being advertised, then to internal candidates one grade below the post, and finally to external candidates. 

2 Equally-qualified female candidates will be given priority for selection (DPKO Under-Secretary General’s Policy Statement on Gender Mainstreaming). Candidates wishing to return home are also strongly encouraged to apply. 

3 Locally-recruited General Service (GS) staff interested in applying for a National Professional Officer (NPO) post must meet the minimum requirements of the post, including academic qualifications and years of relevant professional experience. Experience in the General Service category does not count as professional experience. If selected, the GS staff member will be required to resign his/her current post before taking up the NPO post. There will be no break in service between the two types of appointments. 
The Aviation Section of United Nations Mission in Sudan (UNMIS) is operating a fleet of UN aircraft in a Country of a wide area with different climates. Air transport is the most reliable means of transport in Sudan with regard to its infrastructure and climate. Air Terminals/Airfields Unit (ATU) works within the Aviation Section. ATU runs the airport/airfield works in many directions including provision of meteorological information. The aim of the meteorological service is to provide reliable updated information and produce analytical procedures to provide aviation hazard assessment in coordination with the Sudanese Meteorological Authority (SMA), and support forward planning and operation to maintain regularity and safety of UNMIS staff and properties. 
Duties and responsibilities:

Under the overall direction of the Chief of Aviation Section and direct supervision 

Of the Chief Air Terminals/Airfields Unit, the Meteorological Officer is responsible 
to: 

· Collect actual weather observation and reports from concerned bodies In accordance with the World Meteorological Organization (WMO) and International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO) so that:
- Crew members and air operations personnel are provided by timely accurate information for pre-flight, en-route and post landing operations, 
- provide latest weather conditions and updated forecasts, 

- Inform/brief flying crews and related air operations staff on actual weather, en-route weather forecast, any significant weather and prevailing weather conditions at landing sites. 
· Ensure that flying crews are familiar with daily weather trends in terms of weather minima related to assigned Air Task Orders (ATO). 
· Develop and implement Meteorological Standard Operation Procedures (SOP) in compliance with DFS Aviation Manual, ICAO, IATA and the host country’s Civil Aviation/ Meteorological Authority Standards, other UN missions’ practices, procedures and regulations. 
· Analyze satellite data from different sources (Infra Red, Visual, Water Vapor and Microwave) to provide the best status of atmospheric disturbances that influence air operations and safety. 
· Ensure that all meteorological equipment is installed, calibrated, commissioned and certified at different landing sites with the Sudanese Meteorological Authority’s professionals in compliance with the recommended standards.;
· Develop and improve a meteorological network with the objective of increasing the safety of flights and cost effectiveness.
· Develop evaluation criteria for the meteorological equipment.

· Liaise with CITS so that all weather data from the meteorological network are connected with UNMIS intranet.
· Ensure that appropriate related reference documents (WMO, ICAO or the host Country’s Authority-SMA) are updated and readily available and accessible for all flying crew and aviation personnel.;
· Train Air Liaison Officers in general weather conditions and weather reporting for UNMIS aviation.
· Take initiative in developing procedures monitoring and evaluation of meteorological trends affecting UNMIS aviation work.
· Develop working relations with other sections;
· Participate in relevant trainings offered by UNMIS;

· Participate in office meetings and activities, and contribute to the discussions related to office activities;

· Manage collaboration with local meteorological offices.

· Any other tasks assigned by Chief Air Terminals/Airfields Unit
Competencies:

Professionalism: Thorough knowledge of meteorology and practical experience in the field of aviation, high level of concentration and accuracy.

Communication:  Strong communications research and analytical skills, and ability to rapidly analyze current meteorological information from varied sources and ability to identify trends and advise crews and aviation staff accordingly.  Excellent communication (spoken, written and presentational) skills in English are required.  Planning and organizing:  Ability to juggle competing demands and work under pressure of frequent and tight deadlines.

Technology Awareness:  Fully proficient computer skills and use of relevant software and other applications, e.g. word processing, PowerPoint or equivalent.    
Teamwork:  Strong interpersonal skills and ability to establish and maintain effective working relations with people in a multi-cultural, multi-ethnic environment with sensitivity and respect for diversity. 

Client Interaction: Effective communications skills and ability to establish good working relations with the national and local authorities and international partners.

Qualifications:

Education:  University degree in the field of meteorology.  
Experience: A minimum of 5 years of experience with a Master’s degree (or 7 years with a Bachelor’s) in meteorology. Experience with aeronautical meteorology would be an added advantage.  Previous experience in international organizations or peacekeeping operations is an asset.
Language skills:  Excellent command over written and spoken English and Arabic with the capability of producing good reports.
