Duties and responsibilities:
Under the supervision of the Chief Communications Unit/Regional Communication Officer the incumbent will perform the following duties:

· Install, commission, maintain and repair the following: C band and Ku band satellite systems including DAMA applications; wide and narrow band digital microwave systems; video conferencing equipment; plus Inmarsat and Satellite World phone terminals. 

· Perform Intelsat commissioning and verification tests required for all new satellite installations. 

· Implement Satcom upgrades; frequency/transponder related changes; relocation of existing sites; modification; interfacing of multiplex, concentrators and video conference applications. 

· Assist in microwave pre-deployment surveys/feasibility studies and site preparation including installation of shelters, towers/antennas and associate power supply related accessories. 

· Provide to the supervisor computerized path profile assessments; frequency surveys; fresnel zone and transmission limitations regarding the feasibility of long range microwave installations. 

· Align and optimise satellite and microwave dishes in order to maximise overall performance. 

· Interface multiplexing equipment; the operation of E-1 applications; multi-layer LAN and WAN routers, switches, bridges, concentrators, along with control, supervisory and test facilities. 
· Perform any other duties as required.

Competencies:
Professionalism: Good hands-on technical training and problem-solving skills; ability to assess telecommunications needs; ability to perform with minimal direct supervision, and work under pressure and cope with deadlines; commitment to implementing the goal of gender equality by ensuring the equal participation and full involvement of women and men in all aspects of peace operations. 
Planning and Organizing:  The ability to plan; coordinate and monitor the units work plans. 

Commitment to Continuous Learning: Willingness to keep abreast of new developments in the telecommunications field; willingness to contribute to the UN institutional knowledge through active participation in the documentation and sharing of lessons and good practices. 

Technological Awareness:  Technological background and experience in Microwave and Point to Point communications systems installation and maintenance including associated equipment. Teamwork:  Excellent interpersonal skills and ability to establish and maintain effective working 

relations in a multi-cultural, multi-ethnic environment with sensitivity and respect for diversity. Communications:  Good written and spoken communications skills, including the ability to convey technical concepts and recommendations to non-technical staff at all levels, both orally and in writing, in a clear and concise style.

Education: High school diploma or equivalent. Post-secondary education at college, university or specialized training in electronic telecommunications is an asset. Practical training should include a wide range of telecommunications expertise including the use advanced test equipment. A valid driver’s license is essential. 

Experience: At least 4 years of progressively responsible experience with Microwave and Point to Point communications systems at the national or international level in the public/private sector; Experience covering a wide range of telecommunications equipment specifically installing, maintaining, troubleshooting and repairing microwave systems; Experience in DMC/STRATEX/HARRIS digital microwave systems and equipment highly desirable.  Experience on Intelsat SSOG 311 DAMA alignment procedures plus Intelsat verification, testing and commissioning is required.  Experience with UN/NGO or other International bodies is an added asset.
Languages skills: Fluency in written and spoken English and Arabic. Knowledge of other languages spoken in Sudan and/or other UN languages is an advantage.
