Duties and responsibilities:

Under the supervision of the Chief Air Terminal Unit and the Tow Truck Operations Supervisor, the operator will be responsible for the following duties:

· Operate (push, pull aircraft with engines on /off) tow trucks or motors safely within the airside (apron /ramp). 

· Follow instructions concerning towing and parking of aircraft from the Supervisor or Air Operations Officer (AOC) on duty.

· Liaise with the  Transport Officer on issues relating to the maintenance of tow trucks and ensure that the tow trucks are in good working condition. 

· Ensure that vehicles are taken for refueling when required.

· Maintain daily entries in vehicle log books.

· Perform minor mechanical repairs on tow trucks and ground power unit as required and ensure that they are kept in top mechanical condition.

· Be prepared to be deployed on short or long term (reassigned) basis in any part of Sudan.

· Carry out any other duties as assigned by the Supervisor.
