1 Vacancy will remain open for at least two weeks, or until it is filled. Preference will be given to internal candidates who are at the same grade as the post being advertised, then to internal candidates one grade below the post, and finally to external candidates. 
2 Equally-qualified female candidates will be given priority for selection (DPKO Under-Secretary General’s Policy Statement on Gender Mainstreaming). Candidates wishing to return home are also strongly encouraged to apply. 
Duties and responsibilities:

Under the supervision of the Chief Air Terminal Unit (ATU) and the duly designated supervisor, the Tow Truck / Ground Power Unit (GPU) Operations Supervisor will be responsible for the following duties:

· The towing supervisor/tug operator reports to the Air Operation Officer/ Ramp Supervisor. Supervises the Ground Power Unit (GPU) Operations and directs the towing, parking, and pushback of aircraft.
· Ensures that all safety requirements are met and that all members of the towing team are briefed.

· Ensures that no aircraft is moved without the permission from the Air Traffic Control Office (ATCO).
· Ensures that his team of wing walkers is in place before moving an aircraft.

· Ensures that he has communication with the cockpit of the aircraft before moving it.
· Ensure that vehicles are taken for refueling when required.

· Verify that daily entries are updated in vehicle log books.

· Monitor that the trucks and ground power units are maintained and in good condition.

· Oversee minor mechanical repairs on the equipment as required and ensure that it is kept in top mechanical condition.

· Operate tow trucks/ ground power units in the absence of the operator/s.

· Supervise the set up of the weekly roster. Monitor attendance and performance records for the Unit. Monitor leave plans to ensure continuous smooth work flow while other staff members are on leave, especially during holiday periods.

· Lead & motivate the team.

· Identify the team’s training needs and inform the Chief ATU.

· Perform any other duties as assigned by the Chief ATU.

· Be prepared to be deployed on short or long term (reassigned) basis in any part of the Sudan.

Competencies:

Professionalism: Ability to manage processes, maintain accurate records, in administrative fields.

Teamwork: Good interpersonal skills. Ability to work in a multi-cultural, multi-ethnic environment with sensitivity and respect for diversity. Demonstrate ability to develop and maintain effective work relationships with supervisors and colleagues.

Technical or vocational training in an aviation field is an asset.  The incumbent shall obtain an appropriate heavy duty driving permit from appropriate transport authority in Sudan in order to operate heavy duty vehicles and able to obtain a ramp driving certificate, which is issued by the Civil Aviation Authority.
Experience: At least five (5) years professional experience in driving particularly tow trucks and GPUs of which one year is at a supervisory level. General knowledge of international procedures and regulations for airside vehicle operations and aviation operations is a requirement. Experience in VHF Radio Communication is necessary. Experience with UN/NGO or other International bodies is an added asset.  
Languages skills: Fluency in written and spoken English and Arabic.  Knowledge of other languages spoken in Sudan and/or other UN languages is an advantage. 
Other skills: Valid driving license for cars, trucks and fire trucks/heavy equipment with safe driving record is and excellent computer skills is highly desirable.
